REPORTS OF COUNCIL MEMBERS:

FIRE, FIRST AID AND NEWSLETTER (Board of Health,

Public Affairs, Library Trustees):  Mr. Levine reported that the Fire Police had 8 calls, 1 drill and 1 training class, with total of 33 man hours expended for the previous month, and 146 man hours for the year to date.  The Fire Department had a total of 15 calls, 261 man hours, with a total of 618 man hours expended.  Mr. Levine further reported that the Library would be having a meeting tomorrow regarding some work to be done inside the Library. 

POLICE AND EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS (Traffic Safety Committee, Drug Alliance, Local Emergency Planning Council):  Mr. Gilmour reported that the Traffic Safety Committee continues to meet once a month with good attendance, addressing community issues and working on a new plan for student pickup and drop off at Markham Place School.  He further reported that the Drug Alliance has been regrouped by the Mayor and a meeting had been held with Shrewsbury, who is assisting with getting the Drug Alliance established.  He said he was working with the P.T.O. and Board of Education to get some parents involved in the Drug Alliance. 

BUILDINGS, GROUNDS, EQUIPMENT, STREET LIGHTS (Recreation, Waterfront Committee, Downtown Development Committee, Little Silver Cross Acceptance Liaison):

Mr. O’Hern, no report. 

PERSONNEL (Environmental Commission, Shade Tree Commission, Open Space):

Mr. Neff reported that the Environmental Commission was proceeding with its purchase of special water bottles for the schools.  He said the Commission will be having a contest for the students to design a logo, and the intent is to get the students to use permanent water bottles instead of the plastic ones.   

PUBLIC WORKS (Planning Board, Americans With Disabilities Act Committee, Parker Homestead Liaison, Recycling):  Mr. Bitman reported that the Planning Board will meet tomorrow night, with copies of the Agenda available.  He further reported that he, Mr. Neff and Mayor Castleman had met with the Shrewsbury Department of Public Works to examine other potential areas of shared services for the future.

Public Portion - Remarks of the public for the good of the Borough:    A member of the public asked if there had been consideration for providing an area for skateboarding.  Mayor Castleman replied that this had been discussed with Shrewsbury, and was being further examined, but there are no immediate plans or further information at this time.  Charlie Johnson said that he and his friends have been skateboarding at Santelle Park, and that the Police do not have a problem with that.  His father, Doug Johnson, clarified his question by asking if there would be a way to expand Santelle Park to accommodate skateboarding.    Mr. Johnson further noted that all the neighbors in the area were asked by the skateboarders and were agreeable to the area being used for skateboarding.  He also described the skateboard park in Atlantic Highlands as an example of what could be implemented at Santelle Park.  Mayor Castleman replied that the idea of including a skateboard area at Santelle Park would be discussed with the Borough Engineer.  Mr. Levine noted that the Atlantic Highlands park had been built with grant money of approximately $80,000 and possibly had added more money to it for construction.  He further noted that other items, such as insurance and liability, would need to be investigated and certain specifications must be met.  Mayor Castleman added that the Borough Engineer could investigate all these factors.  Mr. Bitman noted that certain locations had been researched and had estimated roughly around $150,000 to $170,000 for construction of a skateboarding area.  He added that existing basketball and tennis courts had been considered.  The matter of having a paved area and the skateboarders bringing their own equipment was discussed, as an option to insurance and liability.  Mr. Bitman suggested the group work with the Recreation Committee to formulate recommendations, which would then be brought to the Council.  A parent also suggested that a committee of parents and children could be formed to advise and possibly conduct fundraising to support a skateboarding area.  Members of the public present and participating in this discussion were parents Eileen Caruso, Celeste Schepp-Carhart, Jackie Mery, Doug Johnson, Michelle Luca, and children Matthew Mery, Charles Johnson, John Whale and Joey Luca.
