R E S O L U T I O NPRIVATE 

WHEREAS, the Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act, P.L. 1987, c. 102, has established a recycling fund from which tonnage grants may be made to municipalities in order to encourage local source separation and recycling programs; and

WHEREAS, it is the intent and spirit of the Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act to use the tonnage grants to develop new municipal recycling programs and to continue and expand existing programs; and

WHEREAS, the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection has promulgated recycling regulations to implement the Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act; and

WHEREAS, the recycling regulations impose on municipalities certain requirements as a condition for applying for tonnage grants, including, but not limited to, making and keeping accurate, verifiable records of materials collected and claimed by the municipality; and

WHEREAS, a resolution authorizing this municipality to apply for such tonnage grants for calendar year 2007 will memorialize the commitment of this municipality to recycling and indicate the assent of the Mayor and Council to the efforts undertaken by the municipality and the requirements contained in the Recycling Act and recycling regulations; and

WHEREAS, such a resolution should designate the individual authorized to ensure that the application is properly completed and timely filed; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Little Silver that the Borough of Little Silver hereby endorses the submission of a Municipal Recycling Tonnage Grant Application to the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection and designates Helen Gormley, Recycling Coordinator, 480 Prospect Avenue, Little Silver, New Jersey to ensure that said Application is properly filed.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Little Silver authorizes Suzanne S. Castleman, Mayor to enter into a contract with Coppola & Coppola Associates as described herein; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Little Silver, N.J., has experienced natural hazards that result in public safety hazards and damage to private and public property; and

WHEREAS,  this Hazard Mitigation Plan has been developed by the Mitigation Planning Committee; and

WHEREAS,  this Hazard Mitigation Plan includes a prioritized list of mitigation actions including activities that, over time, will help minimize and reduce safety threats and damage to private and public property, and 

WHEREAS,  two public meetings were held on, November 29, 2007 and   May 21, 2008, to introduce the planning concept and to solicit questions and comment; and to present the Plan and request comments, as required by law;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of  the Borough of Little Silver:

1. The Hazard Mitigation Plan is hereby adopted as an official plan of Little Silver; minor revisions recommended by the Federal Emergency Management Agency and/or the New Jersey Office of Emergency Management may be incorporated without further action.

2. The Municipal Office of Emergency Management and the   various Municipal Departments identified in the Plan are hereby encouraged to pursue implementation of the recommended high priority activities that are applicable to their departments.

3. Any action proposed by the Plan shall be subject to and contingent upon budget approval, if required, which shall be at the discretion of the Borough Council, and this resolution shall not be interpreted so as to mandate any such appropriations.

The Municipal Office of Emergency Management is designated to coordinate with other offices and shall periodically report on the activities, accomplishments, and progress, and shall prepare an annual progress report to be submitted to the Monmouth County Office of Emergency Management.  The status reports shall be submitted by September 15th of each year.

BOROUGH OF LITTLE SILVER

A RESOLUTION TO SUPPORT EFFORTS BY THE COUNTY AND OTHER MONMOUTH COUNTY MUNICIPALITIES IN ESTABLISHING A REGIONAL SCENIC BYWAY

WHEREAS,
the Monmouth County Planning Board has worked closely with the State of New Jersey and other municipalities in the county in determining ways to help showcase regional as well as local historic, cultural, scenic and natural qualities to the general public; and

WHEREAS, the pursuit of a New Jersey and National Scenic Byway designation would promote more widespread recognition and appreciation of these assets and intrinsic qualities for both the Borough of Little Silver and the region; and

WHEREAS, a properly administered scenic byway can provide benefits to the community by increasing general awareness of the area’s historic and cultural sites, scenic roadways and environmental features by welcoming visitors to explore and share in the area’s rich heritage; and

WHEREAS, a scenic byway designation can further benefit the community by fostering economic development that is in keeping with our preservation efforts and by providing access to federal resources for improving established roadways that constitute the byway alignment; and

WHEREAS, designation of a regional scenic byway connecting the Upper Freehold Historic Farmland Byway, Monmouth Battlefield, and Sandy Hook along the county’s Revolutionary War Route involves a coordinated effort among the municipalities and county through which it passes; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the Borough of Little Silver recognizes specifically that this effort involves cooperation with the county and other municipalities in development of a Scenic Byway Nomination Package for submission to the State of New Jersey (NJDOT) and the eventual development of a Corridor Management Plan; and

WHEREAS, a formally recognized scenic byway by the State is necessary in order to pursue federal assistance for access to scenic byway grants, marketing purposes and for the preparation of a Corridor Management Plan which will serve as a guide to protection, preserve, enhance and assist with interpretation along said byway;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED the Governing Body of the Borough of Little Silver  wishes to express its support for the establishment of a regional scenic byway and its commitment to participating in the process necessary for its designation; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Governing Body of the Borough of Little Silver will cooperate with all other involved municipalities and the county as a member of a Monmouth County Regional Scenic Byway Committee in ongoing planning efforts that will result in the designation of a new State Scenic Byway in Monmouth County and that a copy of this Resolution shall be forwarded and filed with the Monmouth County Planning Board upon said adoption.

RESOLUTION

AUTHORIZING THE BOROUGH OF LITTLE SILVER TO EXECUTE THE JOINT MEETING AGREEMENT FOR THE FORMATION AND OPERATION OF THE JOINT MEETING KNOWN AS THE CENTRAL JERSEY COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS

WHEREAS, in 2007, the State Legislature enacted the Uniform Shared Services and Consolidation Act, N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1 et seq., which seeks to encourage the financial accountability of local units of government through empowering citizens, reducing waste and duplicative services, and clearing legal hurdles to shared services; and

WHEREAS, the problem of high property taxes paid by New Jersey’s residents is not easily solved, but can be ameliorated through government action designed to encourage efficiency through shared services; and

WHEREAS, Marlboro Township has hosted several “Shared Services Summits” which have consisted of meetings between local, county and statewide representatives looking of new ways to save taxpayer money in each participant’s respective community; and

WHEREAS, as a result of these “Shared Services Summits” a consensus of government leaders has been reached indicating that it would be in the best interests of the participating government entities that a Joint Meeting, as that term is defined and described in N.J.S.A. 40A:65-14, et seq., be formed which shall be known as the “Central Jersey Council of Governments”, and

WHEREAS, the Joint Meeting known as the Central Jersey Council of Governments is a public body corporate and politic constituting a political subdivision of the State for the exercise of public and essential governmental functions to provide for the public health and welfare as provided in N.J.S.A. 40A:65-15; and

WHEREAS, the  Mayor and Council of the Borough of Little Silver believes that it is in the best interest of the citizens and taxpayers of the Borough of Little Silver to join in the Joint Meeting known as the “Central Jersey Council of Governments”; and

WHEREAS, it has been requested that each government entity that joins the Central Jersey Council of Governments pay the sum of Three Hundred Dollars ($300.00) to the Joint Meeting as an initial membership fee to join the Central Jersey Council of Governments;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Little Silver, County of Monmouth and State of New Jersey hereby authorizes the Mayor to execute the Joint Meeting Agreement for the formation of the public body corporate and politic known as the “Central Jersey Council of Governments” for the purpose of facilitating and promoting the joint operation of public services, public improvements, works, facilities, or undertakings as permitted by N.J.S.A. 40A:65-14; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Michael D. Biehl, Administrator/Clerk is hereby designated as the representative to the Management Committee the Joint Meeting known as the Central Jersey Council of Governments and that he or she shall provide the Mayor and Council with periodic updates of the activities and initiatives of the Central Jersey Council of Governments; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Governing Body is authorized to expend an amount not to exceed Three Hundred Dollars ($300.00) payable to the Central Jersey Council of Governments;
