NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council that the Mayor and Borough Clerk be and are hereby authorized to enter into agreement with Conner Strong Risk Control Services on behalf of the Borough of Little Silver for drug and alcohol testing services in accordance with the attached agreement, the cost of which is not to exceed $736.67.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Little Silver that the Mayor of the Borough of Little Silver and the Health Officer be and are hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with the Visiting Nurse Association of Central Jersey (VNACJ) for the provision of public health and nursing services as delineated in the attached agreement for the annual sum of $4,067.00 for the period of January 1, 2009 through December 31, 2009.

Once Carol Jodi Foster and Richard Foster become eligible for Medicare, the Borough will reimburse any Medicare deduction from the Social Security benefits.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and Council do hereby accept with regret the retirement letter of Carol Jodi Foster and agree to the aforementioned terms of her retirement; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this agreement extinguishes any and all claims of accumulated time off or payment for such accumulated time with the exception of any yearly increase for 2009 and 2010 to which she is entitled; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Carol Jodi Foster shall be prohibited from any additional employment while on terminal leave that would take place during her regular hours of employment at the time of her departure from the Borough.
