Public Portion:  Remarks of the public for the good of the Borough:

Charlie Johnson spoke on behalf of skateboarders, stating that there is no place in town for them to skateboard, and the Police had advised them they would get tickets for skateboarding in areas where skateboarding is not allowed.  He read a petition that had been started, with 70 signatures obtained, for a skateboard park.  His father further stated that the petition had been signed by several store owners.  He said the children were prohibited from using the basketball courts at Markham Place, Red Bank Regional High School property, and other areas where bicycle riding is permitted.  He said he didn’t understand why they couldn’t use any public area for skateboarding.  Mr. Bitman replied that he had been in charge of Recreation for the last five years (recently replaced by Mr. O’Hern), and that another family had recently attended a Recreation Committee meeting.  He said the Committee is working to form a parents’ group, and is looking into Highlands, Atlantic Highlands and Long Branch skateboarding parks.  He added that insurance is a large liability.  He added that the Recreation Committee is also investigating the possibility of running bus trips to the Long Branch skating park.  He said the lack of funding, location and other factors are being looked into.  Police Chief Giblin noted that the schools will not permit skateboarding because of the personal injury liability, and that it is the Board of Education’s decision.  Police Chief Giblin said they are allowed to skateboard in the streets, providing they follow the rules of the road, which the Police often find they do not do.  Mr. VanWinkle stated that he would check on the insurance issues, and also talk to the schools.  Mr. Levine stated that the young men who implemented the petition had investigated all sides of the issue and were thorough in their presentation.  He said perhaps they should get together with their parents and talk to the Recreation Committee about their concerns and ideas.  Mr. O’Hern noted that there would be a Recreation Committee meeting tomorrow night, and the concerned public was welcome to attend.  After further discussion the Mayor and Council recommended presenting their ideas to the Recreation Committee, who would then make any further recommendations to the Council.
